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Policy Statement 
This policy governs the procedure by which the Foundation will provide financial assistance with pet health costs for eligible pet owners who reside in Brantford and Brant County and who are receiving government subsidized incomes

1.
Applications for funding assistance must come from a Brantford/Brant County

veterinarian who has verified, in one of the approved ways, that the pet owner is receiving a subsidized income from a non-profit agency, i.e. ODSP, Ontario Works, CPP Disability, GIS, and long-term WSIB.

When the attending veterinarian submits the application form, he/she must show proof that the client qualifies for financial assistance from the Foundation.
The Foundation will assist a qualifying pet owner with health care costs for one application for one pet per calendar year. Exception: if euthanasia is required for that pet. Note: If the pet requires a second visit due to the same health problem, that application may be considered to be part of the first application. Note: Further ongoing care for chronic illness, e.g. diabetes will not be covered.
2. 
An invoice, with a FULLY COMPLETED BAAF application form and proof of eligibility must be submitted within one month of treatment or procedure.


Note: Consent Form signed by the applicant is to remain with the veterinarian.

3.
 The Foundation will pay for

A] Half (1/2) of the TOTAL cost of examination, diagnosis and treatment to
    a maximum of $200.00. 
B] Half (1/2) of the TOTAL cost of examination, diagnosis and surgical treatment 
   to a maximum of $300.00.
C] euthanasia and/or regular cremation to a maximum of $ 75.00 for cats and 

$100.00 for dogs.  (The Foundation will not pay for special cremation where  the remains are returned to the owner.)
4.
The cost of transportation to a veterinary clinic may be provided in certain


 cases, to be determined by the Foundation.
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5.
 The Foundation will not pay for:
routine physical examinations


vaccinations 
any Parasite (internal or external) Treatment and/or Control
 any Dental Treatment and/or Dental Disease
declawing

cosmetic procedures 
food
pre-anesthetic blood profiles
boarding

any elective procedures

6. 
THAT, effective March 1, 2008, financial assistance be limited to pet owners who

have already received assistance once if their pets have not been spayed or

neutered; an eligible pet owner would receive assistance on the first application

but a future application would not qualify if the pet has not been spayed or

neutered by then. **Note: This provision will not preclude financial assistance to 

an owner whose pet is suffering a terminal illness or if the procedure (spay/neuter) is deemed unnecessary due to age or other factors determined
by a veterinarian**

7. 
The Foundation reserves the right to make the final decision on financial

assistance.
8.
Pet Owners who already have Pet Insurance and Pet Owners who are seeking veterinary care under the order of S.P.C.A. will not be considered to be eligible to apply for our programs.
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
